BSC Bantam & Major Bantam Boys Summer Basketball League Official Rules & Regulations
Divisions

1. Bantam Players: Born in 1993 or younger (Under 13) 

2. Major Bantam Players: Born in 1992 or younger (Under 14)
Player Eligibility / Team Rosters

1. All players must be the right age to participate in the corresponding division:

• Bantam Players: Born in 1993 or younger (Under 13) 

• Major Bantam Players: Born in 1992 or younger (Under 14)
Major Bantam aged players can not play in the Bantam Players division.  Failure to comply can lead to disqualification of the player from the league.  The players team may also be disqualified and not allowed to return to the league depending on league committee ruling.

2. All game rosters must conform to the official league roster as approved by the league committee. Any changes to tournament team rosters should have been submitted and approved by the league committee prior to the league start date.

3. Players not listed on the official league and team roster will not be allowed to play.

4. Players are allowed to play for only one team and can be listed on only one roster. Failure to comply can lead to disqualification of the player from the league.

5. Each team must submit a player waiver form. The player waiver form must be submitted before the teams   first league game.  Players who do not submit their player waiver form will not be eligible to play until their player waiver form is submitted to the league committee.

6. Each team must supply the official scorekeeper with the names and jersey numbers of team members no later than ten (10) minutes prior to the game.

Home Team / Visiting Team

1. Home team – Left side of bracket and choice of bench. (Home/White uniform or Team colour)

2. Visiting team – Right side of bracket and choice of bench. (Away/Dark uniform or Team colour)

Pool Standings Determined By:

1. Best WON/LOSS record.

2. Tie Breakers:

a. Total quarters won in first two games.

b. Head to head

c. Coin flip: First step – odd coin out, second step – call “Heads” or “Tails”.

Rules

1. All games will be played under the OBA Rules and Guide (2005-2006) with the exception of rules noted on these two pages.

RULES AND REGULATIONS (continued)
Time Clock

1. Four 8-minute quarters and stop time.

2. One-minute break between quarters.

3. Five minute break between halves.

4. No shot clock.

Time Outs

1. FOUR one-minute time outs per game with carry over. No 20 second time outs.

2. Unused time outs accumulate (carry over) and may be used at any time during the game, including first and second overtime periods.

Overtime

1. Each overtime period including “sudden death” will begin with a jump ball.

2. One new time out per overtime period plus carry over.

3. Team and personal fouls will carry over from regulation play.

4. First overtime period will be 3 minutes stop time.

5. Second overtime period will be 3 minutes stop time.

6. Third overtime period will be “sudden death” (first point wins).

Protests

1. Any protest regarding eligibility of a player must be made to the League Coordinator of the respective divisions within (5) minutes after the conclusion of the game in question. The use of an ineligible player constitutes a forfeit for the offending team.  Protest of any game must be made to the Gym Coordinator of the respective divisions within five (5) minutes after the conclusion of the game in question.

2. All protests will be handled by the League Committee. Its decision is final.

3. Protest of referee judgment calls will not be allowed.

Local Rules

1. Any team not ready to play fifteen (15) minutes after their scheduled time forfeits the game. A team must have at least five (5) eligible players to start the game.

2. The three-point rule will be in effect.

3. The Point-Differential Rule or Mercy Rule will not apply in any game. The entire game will be played under “stop time” rules. (Refer to rules under Time Clock and Overtime).

4. A league appointed scorekeeper and timekeeper will be designated as the official scorekeeper and timekeeper, respectively, for each game.

5. Each team is responsible for its own insurance. The medical expenses of a player(s) injured during this league are the responsibility of the team they represent.

Un-Sportsmanlike Conduct And Fighting Will Not Be Tolerated At Any Time During The League 

(This includes the time directly before games, between games or after games).

1. A player displaying un-sportsmanlike behavior (such as TRASH TALKING OR PLAYER TAUNTING) will be given a technical foul without warning and will be required to sit out the following four (4) minutes of the game.  Any player or coach assessed two technical fouls in a game is automatically ejected from the game and is ineligible to participate in, or attend, the next game.

2. Any player or coach involved in a fight during a game will be assessed two (2) technical fouls and is automatically ejected from the game and is banned from further play and attendance at all league games and activities.

3. Any player or coach disqualified from a game for technical fouls or fighting must leave the gym premises immediately and remain 100 feet from the gym. The game will not continue until the disqualified person leaves the premises. A five-minute delay due to the failure of the disqualified person to leave will result in forfeiture of the game.

4. Un-Sportsmanlike behavior by anyone, including spectators, at any time during the league can result in removal from the gym or other league activities and may result in exclusion from all league activities at the discretion of the League Coordinator of the respective division and/or the League Committee.
5. Compliance is a team and player responsibility. Failure to comply will result in forfeiture of the game and exclusion from further league activities and future league participation.
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
